Admission
requirment

1- Benha University is subject to the
admission system of Egyptian public
universities and accepts incoming
students from all Arab countries after the
approval of the General Administration
of Incoming Students and the competent
authorities in the country of assignment.

2- The numbers accepted annually in the
college departments are determined in
light of the college’s capabilities from
among students (males/females) who
have obtained a high school diploma in
their various specializations (scientific -
literary - mathematics or any high school
diploma from an Arab or foreign
country, provided that it is equivalent to
the Egyptian high school diploma,
diplomas, technical institutes and their
equivalents, and this is done based on the
college council’s proposal regarding the
required numbers .

3- Students holding a higher
qualification (Bachelor’s/Licentiate) from
any  specialization are  accepted
regardless of the year of obtaining the
qualification, and the terms and
requirements for admission to the college
apply to them.

4- Passing the interview tests required
for each department separately, as
determined by the College Council.

5- The student is not considered
registered in any course unless he pays
the tuition fees within the specified
deadlines .

6A student who does not complete the
registration procedures before the end of
the second week of the fall and spring
semesters or the first week of the summer
semester is not entitled to attend lecture.
